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The answer to last month’s question.   What is “wuzzing”?   
Wuzzing is the practice of using centrifugal force to remove water from yarn or fabric.  A wire 
basket (or skep) was hung by chains from a rod.  The basket was then spun, whirling – or 
wuzzing – to remove the moisture.  No wuzzing skep handy?  Try using a salad spinner to wuzz 
a wet skein of yarn.  Of course, larger projects may take a spin in the washing machine.
