If spinning to knit with a singles yarn, use a long fiber rather than a short.

Measure the wraps per inch (wpi) and use to help decide needle size, gauge
and yardage before starting your project.

Sample handspun yarns more generously....six inches is better.

It is better to spin short fine fibers, fine and ply for a heavier yarn. It will wear
much better.

Lay out skeins you have spun for a project. If yarns vary in diameter much,
alternate, rows and skeins to balance.

Most of us could use a size or two smaller needles for garments, to prevent
sagging, and snags.

If color varies in natural fleeces, lay out skeins from light to dark. Generally
better with dark at the bottom, or can use a pattern, or alternate rows.

Test yarn in tender spot, neck, cheek, or above upper lip. Tuck a piece of
wool in your bra and wear for a while
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Our March program will be Cheryl Lindmeier, who does soft sculpture and weaving
using natural materials. She will bring her specially made loom, show some of her work, and
describe the process for weaving with found objects.

She has a show opening March 6th at South Slough Sanctuary and will show pictures of
some of those works. The work will be in the lobby of South Slough information building for
about two months and are for sale.

Please keep our April program and workshop in mind! This will be the dying workshop using
flowers and wildcrafted plants that you requested. It will be led by Sandie McDonald, co-owner
of Wild Rivers Wool Factory. This is the second of the workshops that we received grant funds
for so we are able to keep the cost at $25.00.

Dye materials will be provided but plan to bring your own fiber for dying (more details on this
later). We will need to gather crock pots that are used as dye pots (exact number will be
announced when we know number of participants).
